Q.1 A stepped block is resting on ground as shown in figure: 1 is resting on the 14
ground. The station point (S.P.) is 5 cm in front of picture plane (P.P.) and 3
cm above ground. Draw perspective view of the block.

Q.2 (a) Draw the projections of a cylinder, base 40 mm diameter and axis 65 mm 07

long, axis perpendicular to the V.P. and 40 mm above the H.P., one end 20
mm in front of the V.P.

(b) A cube of 45 mm long edges is resting on the H.P. with its vertical faces 07
equally inclined to the V.P. Draw its projections.

OR

(b) A hexagonal prism, side of base 2.5 cm long and axis 5 cm long is resting on 07

the ground on its rectangular faces. Draw its projections.

Q.3 A cylinder of 40 mm diameter, 60 mm height and having its axis vertical, is 14
cut by a section plane, perpendicular to the V.P., inclined at 45° to the H.P.
and intersecting the axis 32 mm above the base. Draw its front view, sectional
top view, sectional side view and true shape of the section.
OR
Q.3 A cone, diameter of base 50 mm and axis 50 mm long is resting on its base on 14
the H.P. It is cut by a section plane perpedicular to the V.P., inclined at 75° to
the H.P. and passing through the apex. Draw its front view, sectional top view
and true shape of the section.

Q.4 (a) Draw the development of the surface of the part ‘P’ of the cube, the front view 07
of which shown in figure: 2.
(b) Develop only the lateral surfaces of hexagonal prism resting on H.P. on its 07
base with two edges of base parallel to V.P. Take the edge of base equal to 2
cm and height of prism equal to 5 cm.
OR
Q.4 (&) Arrightregular pentagonal pyramid, side of base 3 cm and axis 6 cm is resting 07
on H.P. on its base with one of the sides of base perpendicular to VV.P. Draw
its development.
(b) A triangular prism is resting on H.P. on its base with one of the rectangular 07
faces perpendicular to V.P. Take edge of base 45 mm and height of prism 65
mm. Two parallel cutting planes perpendicular to V.P. and inclined to H.P. by
30° are cutting the prism, one passing through the edge of the top side base
and another passing through the corner of the bottom side. Draw the
development of lateral surfaces of the portion of the prism between two
cutting planes.

Q.5 (a) Draw any plan showing 1 bed room, 1 drawing room, 1 kitchen and 1 W.C. 07
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and render with different textures showing materials.

(b) Draw the projections of a cone, base 70 mm diameter and axis 95 mm long,
lying on H.P. on one of its generators with axis parallel to V.P.

OR
Q.5 (a) Draw any elevation of two storey building and render with different textures

showing materials.

(b) A hexagonal pyramid, side of base 30 mm and height 65 mm, is resting on
H.P. on its base with two edges of base parallel to V.P. It is cut by horizontal
section plane passing through a point on axis 25 mm from the apex. Draw
projections with the section.
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
